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Consignor Information
· All clothing must be received on hangers. The only exceptions are smaller items placed in zip-lock bags.  Hangers can be purchased at Dollar General, and sometimes department stores and dry cleaners will give you hangers that they would ordinarily throw away.
· All clothing must be on hangers with the hanger facing left, like a question mark (?). 

· Inspect your clothing carefully; we will not accept clothing that is out of season, faded, worn-out, stained, has broken zippers, or missing buttons.  These items will be returned to you with the tag marked.

· Pin pants/skirts to the top of the hanger so they do not slide.

· Gently worn shoes need to be tie-wrapped or in a large zip-lock bag.
· Price items on the dollar or half-dollar. Smaller items may be grouped in a bag.
· Secure the tag to the clothing with a safety pin in a location that will not damage the item, such as on the tag or an inside seam. If you tag the sleeve, please tag the left sleeve so that the tag can be easily seen while hanging on the rack. 
· Clear packing tape may be used to secure tags to toys, equipment, shoes, and items in zip-lock bags.
· If you want your items reduced 25% on Friday or 50% on Saturday, please make sure the Discount box is checked when entering items.
· If you want your items donated if not sold, please make sure the Donate box is checked when entering items. Please donate ALL or NONE of your items. 
· Baby and children’s equipment must be in clean and working condition. No recalled baby equipment will be accepted.
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
